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Isolated masseter muscle fungal invasion: Unmasking the culprit

This case report focusses on a unique and infrequently observed event where an isolated masseter muscle fungal invasion was seen. The patient's symptoms include facial swelling and restricted mouth opening. This lack of documented cases underscores the novelty and significance of the current case.
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
